Kitten Adoption Contract

Conditions of sale of a Keitta Siberians kitten/cat are as follows:

1. Care and Welfare:

a. Lifetime Care: Buyer accepts the responsibility and the welfare of the kitten/cat for its lifetime.

 Buyer agrees to keep the cat/kitten clean, healthy, and to have annual veterinary checks as well as proper veterinary care. Your kitten will come with his/her initial 2 distemper combination vaccination, and will require their third in this series at 16 weeks of age, and then a booster at 1 year of age. After this either yearly or biannual vaccination with this is the only recommended vaccination. By state law, your kitten will be required to have a rabies vaccination, typically prior to being spayed/neutered (do this a week in advance, not at the same time as the surgery). Annual vaccination with rabies is ONLY recommended if your cat will be exposed to the outdoors on a leash or in an enclosure. If they are strictly indoors cats, YOU HAVE THE RIGHT TO REFUSE VACCINATION.   Seller does not recommend the use of FIP or Feline leukemia vaccines as research has not demonstrated the validity of these vaccinations. Seller also recommends conservative vaccination schedules as research is demonstrating compromising of immune systems with over-vaccination. It is the recommendation of the Seller that the Buyer investigates and compares vets philosophy of vaccination. The Seller encourages the Buyer to become more educated in awareness of the increasing harm of over-vaccination.

b. The cat/kitten will not be declawed and adequate scratching posts must be provided; our recommendation is for securing sisal posts.  If the cat/kitten is declawed, this contract is null and void. No replacement kitten will be given to said Buyer and kitten will be returned to breeder immediately with the Buyer responsible for any and all shipping costs.

c. Kittens/cat is not allowed outdoors unless on leash or in a fully enclosed recreation area. Buyer provides generous amount of daily exercise for kitties and not to cage as a general rule except for transport to vet visits, transport during vacations, and that caging is only done for safety purposes. Because of the stress associated with boarding a kitten/cat during a vacation (and potential exposure to sick pets), we recommend having someone trusted care for your kitty in your home, or have them care for your kitty in THEIR home, or to take you kitty with you on your vacation. Many time-shares and hotels are ‘pet friendly’, and even with associated stress of travel, your ‘baby’ will appreciate being with you.
d. Guaranteed Health: The kitten comes with a health certificate clearing which documents the condition at the time of examination.  Breeder will refund purchase price or a replacement kitten will be provided with a veterinarian certificate that the kitten is has a GENETIC defect. The kitten will be required to have a documented health certificate certifying said deformity or congenital defect. Seller guarantees against death of kitten due to congenital anomalies for a period of one year. Proof must be provided in the form of a veterinarian pathology report. Any virus including FIP and FELV are not considered congenital. In the unlikely event of death of a kitten due to proven genetic abnormalities, seller will definitely replace the kitten. 

e. Keitta Siberians guarantees your kitten/cat is free from parasites. Your kitten/s has/have been wormed with Pyrantel 2 – 3 times since 7 weeks of age.  If a licensed veterinarian documents that your kitten has a parasite within 5 days after purchase, the Seller agrees to pay for vet bills associated with treatment. 
f. Buyer agrees to spay/neuter their kitten by the age of 8 – 9 months, and not before 6 months of age. There is varying opinions as to the best age to spay/neuter. We like the kittens to ‘keep’ their reproductive hormones intact because they play a key role in structural growth and development of your kitten. If your female Siberian goes into a heat cycle, then it is time to schedule a spay procedure regardless of the time. If you have a male and female kitten, the male should be neutered at 6 months of age, and the female can wait until 8 months of age. Buyer WILL NOT receive the kitten’s registration papers until proof of spay/neuter is presented to the Seller!
g. Buyer agrees that if any of the terms of the contract agreement are violated, breeders may reclaim this kitten without refund of the purchase price. Buyer will be also responsible for any shipping/transportation costs if kitten is reclaimed.

If at any time the Buyer cannot keep the cat/kitten, Buyer agrees to contact the Sellers immediately. The Buyer agrees to not sell or rehome the cat/kitten without allowing the Seller/s to work towards a suitable rehoming environment with the Buyer. If an agreed upon placement is reached, the contract remains legal and binding to the Buyer/or new home replacement.
h. Your kitten has been raised on a raw food diet and while Seller/s cannot require that Buyer does the same, it is the hope of the Seller/s that the kitten will continue to be fed in this manner. Information on raw diets will be available on the Seller’s website http://keittasiberians.com to assist with understanding the diet. 
i. Sellers request that Buyer stays in contact and provides routine updates on cat/kittens progression. This is particularly critical the first several days to week following the transition to your home. Photos are requested at a minimum of 6 months and 1 year old and then yearly thereafter throughout their life. This ensures that as breeders we are able to see their development of structure, size, and coloration, to assist with plans for future litters. Past customers find it easiest to send photos & updates either during the Christmas holidays or on the kitten’s birthday each year.
Either my sister or I will always be available to you to answer questions, assist in problem solving, and sharing development of your new family member with you throughout the life of your kitty. We are here for you and hope that you will stay in touch.
Any failure on part of Buyer to comply with this contract nullifies the health guarantee.
